JOURNAL OF PROCEEDINGS AND MINUTES

OF THE CHASE COUNTY, KANSAS

BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

November 12, 2019

October 12, 2019 at 9:30 am, Anthony Hazelton-Chairman, William Fillmore Vice-chairman, Randy Talkington-member and Connie Pretzer-County Clerk assembled in the Chase County Commission Chambers.  Hazelton opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.   Also present were Linzi Garcia—Leader News and Matthew Miller—write in candidate for School Board.
Motion to recess the regular meeting at 9:31 to call the Board of County Canvassers into session with Commissioners Randy Talkington and William Fillmore by Commissioner Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0. Motion by Hazelton to conduct canvass in Commission Chambers (pursuant to KSA 25-3105) in order to accommodate space was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.  

County Election Officer Connie Pretzer presented 7 provisional ballots.  The Board considered each ballot along with the provided State Statutes.  Provisional Ballots #1 through #5 were valid and counted.  Ballots #6 & #7 were not validly cast ballots and were denied.  

Motion by Hazelton (2nd by Talkington) to recess the Board of County Canvassers at 9:40 in order to allow the County Election Officer to take the valid ballots to a Counting Board convened in her office for the purpose of counting Provisional Ballots.  

At 10:00 the Board reconvened and received the results of the Provisional Counting Board.  Due to a tie of write-in votes for School Board District 2/Position 1 between Matthew Miller and Catherine Jones, a coin tossed by Chairman Hazelton was called “heads” by Matthew Miller.  The coin resulted a “tails” toss.  Official results will reflect Catherine Jones as School Board District 2/Position 1 winner.  Upon Motion by Chairman Hazelton, seconded by Commissioner Talkington and by unanimous vote, the Board of Canvassers signed the Abstract of the General City/School Election of November 5, 2019 for Chase County, Kansas, as reported by the County Election Officer.  Motion to adjourn the Board of County Canvassers by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.    

Motion to convene regular session of the Board of County Commissioners at 10:05 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Motion to approve Minutes of October 31, 2019 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.   Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Fillmore abstained due to absence at the October 31st meeting.
Motion to approve Change Orders 2019-3 through 2019-9 for parcel splits by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0  Motion to approve Change Order 2019-10 (sale of boat) by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington. Motion carried 3-0.
Motion to approve Warrants Payable 11/12/2019 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0. 
Three sealed bids for construction of the Cedar Point Fire Station were received and opened by the Board.  Decision on awarding the bid was placed on hold until County Attorney Halvorsen has acquired water rights.  
Fire Chief Steve Fillmore, Sheriff Richard Dorneker and EMS Director Scott Harris met with the Board to discuss the County radios.  Chief Fillmore told the Board that the used model 800 radios they were looking into are currently  $500 each.  After January 1st the price will be $2000.  Dorneker said the approximate cost would be $22,000 for all departments.  After January 1st the cost will be $92,400.  Dorneker went on to say how much better the reception on the 800 radios would be.  Commissioners made the decision to move forward with the purchase for all departments using the Special Equipment Reserve fund. 
Detention Facility Administrator Larry Sigler presented the Board with 5 quotes for a 15 passenger van.  Commissioners decided to go with the quote from Longbine for $31,071.70 under the advisement of Sigler.  
In other business, Chief Fillmore spoke to the Commission about the scheduled power outage experienced by some of the County last week.  The need for an additional smaller generator for the fire station radios was identified.  The larger generator could be used at the Community Building in the event of an emergency.  Chief Fillmore will contact David Jones with the City of Cottonwood Falls to determine wiring needs.  

Commissioners gave the approval to have DHS begin the Cybersecurity screening.  

Clerk reminded the Commission that the contract with AT&T would expire in December of this year.  Ideatek has submitted a proposal for consideration and will be at the next meeting.  

Motion to adjourn at 11:26 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.

Next scheduled meeting is November 27, 2019 at 10:00 am.
