BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

October 14, 2019

On October 14, 2019 at 10:00 am, Anthony Hazelton-Chairman, William Fillmore Vice-chairman, Randy Talkington-member and Connie Pretzer-County Clerk assembled in the Chase County Commission Chambers.  Hazelton opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.   Also present was Linzi Garcia—Leader News.

Motion to approve Minutes of September 30, 2019 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve Warrants Payable 10/14/2019 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.
Motion to sign KDOT letter of support for transportation grant by Hazelton 2as 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to sign letter of authorization to KDOT for Deb Haglund to execute on behalf of Commissioners by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.

Detention Facility Administrator Larry Sigler submitted monthly reports to the Board for review.  Sigler also informed the Board of an approximate 10% error in the Facility’s water bill due to the meter not reading correctly.  Clerk’s office will work with the City office and correct the billing.  Sigler has located a used passenger van in Douglas County with 100,000 miles for $8000.  Douglas would like to barter the van for 6 days of inmate housing.  Clerk will ask the auditor for advice.  Sigler presented a spreadsheet of jailer wages from counties surrounding Chase County.  Sigler also pointed out that our county jailers have more knowledge of federal policy because of ICE.  

Road & Bridge supervisor Thom Kirk met with the Board to report that he had received one bid for the County salt/sand structure from Clear Span Structures for $25,382 for a 30’x40’ structure.  Kirk will continue to check for prices and alternative structures.  

Kirk inquired of the Board what their feelings were on grinding the Booster Station road.  Apac can grind 24’ of roadway for $5,300 per mile.  After discussion it was decided to grind and resurface a portion of road from the school in Matfield Green to the Mercer Creek Bridge. The rest of the road will be bladed and turned to gravel.  Total cost of the project will be approximately $70,000.  Commission Chairman Hazelton directed Clerk to post an article on the Clerk’s Facebook page about the scheduled road repairs in the Matfield Green area.  

Deputy Election Clerk Tiffany Harshman updated Board on the upcoming election.  The new election equipment has been delivered and poll worker training was completed on October 10th.  The Senior High School Class will be ballot runners this year on Election Day.  Advance voting begins Wednesday, October 16th in the Clerk’s office.  Our first Saturday voting will be October 19th from 9-12.  Harshman also informed the Board of another required step after Election Day by the Secretary of State’s office.  An audit of votes is to be conducted before the official Canvass.  This will entail an audit board of 3 people and 2 precincts will be selected for the audit.  The County audit will take place in the Clerk’s office on Thursday, November 6th at 1:00 pm.  The Canvass will take place in the Commission Chambers on Tuesday, November 12th at 9:30.  

Motion to adjourn at 11:05 by Hazelton was 2nd by Talkington.  Motion carried 3-0.

Next scheduled meeting is October 31, 2019 at 10:00 am.
